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From 10 to 12 February 2016, the fourth National Meeting of Agricultural Producers in Bulgaria will be held at
the Admiral Hotel in the Golden Sands resort complex. The Minister of Agriculture Desislava Taneva, the Deputy
Minister Vasil Grudev and the Executive Director of the State Fund "Agriculture"” — Rumen Porozhanov will
acquaint the attendees with the latest developments regarding the forthcoming campaign on Direct Payments
and the Rural Development Programme (RDP).

For the first time during the forum, in parallel with the discussions, guests will also be able to visit
an additionally organized exhibition. More than 20 companies operating in the agricultural sector
will present their products and services at specially designated stands.
